
Dear Illinois Department of Transportation:

I just wanted to check to see if you knew anything about a change being contemplated in the laws regarding stop signs.  I’ve heard that there is a movement afoot to bring the code into alignment with the reality.  This would mean that it is always required that a driver come to a complete stop at a stop sign, with the following exceptions:

· If the sign is in a parking lot.

· If the sign is at a toll booth and the driver has I-Pass, slowing down to 65 mph is sufficient.

· If a car is turning right and the vehicle to its left is either approaching the intersection or has stopped.

· If the pedestrians in the crosswalk have not yet reached the driver’s path.

· If traffic is “very light” in the area.

· Between 2 a.m. and 5 a.m. daily.

· If the police car ahead of the driver fails to come to a complete stop.

· If the car in the next lane is going the same direction and is proceeding through the intersection.

Please let me know what the timetable is for making these changes official.  I’m getting kind of tired of the looks I get when I stop at the toll booth.  Thanks.
